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Abstract

Love is an important part of Schopenhauer’s philosophy and also a controversial one in his philosoph-
ical system. This article explores the internal logic of love as a manifestation of the will and its sig-
nificance for individual life and human reproduction by analyzing the core concept of “will” and the
unique position and relationship of “love” in his philosophical system. At the same time, it conducts
a critical reflection on Schopenhauer’s views from the perspectives of philosophy, practice, and eth-
ics, and discusses their implications and limitations in contemporary times. Through the study of
Schopenhauer’s view on love, we can better understand the essence of his philosophical thought
and its influence on later generations.
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
