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Abstract

The online and offline blended teaching of professional courses is an important means to realize
the goal of professional personnel training and the reform of teaching mode in higher vocational
colleges. Blended teaching has changed the traditional teaching model which takes textbooks as
the carrier and teachers as the center. It provides more modal teaching methods and high-quality
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online course resources for professional course teaching. This paper will start from the problems
and difficulties of blended teaching for applied Thai majors in higher vocational colleges, and ex-
plore the ways and paths to solve the problems one by one through our continuous research and
practice. Meanwhile, taking Thailand Profile course as one of the core curriculums of applied Thai
major as an example, the case analysis of online and offline blended teaching will be carried out.
